Burmese Hymnbook (Revised and expanded)

Recent flooding in Myanmar destroyed the homes and possessions of numerous families, adding to
the already large numbers of refugees and displaced persons. Smon Thaung and David Morse are
ministering to affected families there, and have asked LATM to help reprint 10,000 copies of the
Burmese Hymnbook. The hymnbooks will offer encouragement and peace to Christians, and open
doorwaysto faith for non-believers. Because both material and spiritual blessings are needed, IDESis
providing some of the funding aswell.

This project will help replace those lost to catastrophe, and be enough to expand distribution to
believers who have not already enjoyed that blessing. They are easily distributed among
denominational churches, and among language groups that do not have their own hymnbook yet,
but can use the Burmese edition. This edition is revised to include responsive Scripture readings, and
has additional hymns. Even so, it ismore compact, and isbeing done in amore durable binding.

Your Book Club contribution in August will make this“bigger and better” hymnbook available at a
crucial time for ministry in Myanmar and in refugee camps along borderswith neighboring countries.
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
